The medications are color-coded into four categories:

BLUE color-coded medications cause Xerostomia or dry mouth.
Many medications on the list cause dry mouth. Dry mouth increases
your risk to tooth decay and gum disease.

GREEN color-coded medications increase your risk for tooth decay.

YELLOW color-coded medications increase your risk for acid reflux.
Acid reflux increases your risk for erosion to the tooth enamel.

RED color-coded medications increase the risk for irritation 
to the soft tissues of your mouth.
